“The overwhelmingly left/liberal professoriate has been looking for psychological defects in their political opponents”:
The classic psychological work linking authoritarian thinking to conservatism (Adorno et al., 1950; Altemeyer, 1981) was given new impetus by the much-cited Jost et al. (2003) literature review reviving the “rigidity of the right” theme in modern social and political psychology.
“racial resentment, symbolic racism, and modern racism scales”
There is a growing literature on the problems with these scales (Agadjanian et al., 2021; Carmines et al., 2011; Carney & Enos, 2019; Reyna, 2018; White et al., 2021; Zigerell, 2015).
“left wing authoritarianism”
Costello et al. (2021) present results on the construction of a more psychometrically sound left-wing authoritarianism scale than that investigated by Conway—one with a more thoroughly established construct validity.
“the successor ideology”
Many different commentators have viewed this successor ideology, because of the ubiquitousness of powerful but unmeasurable concepts in its conception, as more similar to a religion or to a conspiracy theory (see Davison, 2020; Hughes, 2018; Kaufmann 2020a, 2021; Loury, 2020; McWhorter; 2021; Reilly, 2021; Savodnik, 2021; Steele, 2015).  At the very least, these DEI faculty statements require allegiance to unfalsifiable concepts that contravene the intellectual discipline that was once the university’s purpose.
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
